However,
the Company should also ensure that, the Company takes all necessary precautions to protect
the environment and health of the local people. Further, the District Collector also requested
the Company to engage the local people in the proposed work and take community
development initiatives, such as solar lamps, plantation with boundary, in close coordination
with village Gram Panchayats. The Collector appealed to the local people to extent support to
the Company, keeping in mind the National interest associated with the proposed activity.
